Questionnaire
Project Descriptions

The following are brief outlines of each of the different projects that are being asked about on the FDT questionnaire –

Local Food Production (Allotments) – Finding, preparing, equipping and making available an area of land in the village that can be used my individuals in the village who don’t have suitable garden space to grow their own vegetables and fruit, and for planting an orchard.

FRESCo Pilot Study – Running a pilot study involving around 20 households switching from oil or LPG fuelled heating to a low carbon form of heating like a heat pump or wood-fuelled boiler. If successful, this pilot study will lead to the project being rolled-out throughout the village.

Fintry Community Wood Fuel Source – To investigate the feasibility of the development trust acquiring a piece of local forestry land to be used as a long-term sustainable wood fuel source.

FEET (Fintry Energy Efficient Transport) – To run a local rural car club, making a number of vehicles available for people to use in the village, including a people-carrier and minibus. These vehicles would be subsidised and there would be vouchers, which people who don’t drive can exchange with drivers so that everybody has access and car-sharing is encouraged.
